To end the celebrations we are had Chinese New Year assembly on Friday.
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The Lower School have had a very successful half term. There have been
many adventures in Springboard and Otters Class whilst reading the
story ‘We’re going on a Bear Hunt’. Minnows Class and Sunflowers Class
have been learning about ‘Little Red Hen’ and her friends the Lazy Dog,
the Sléepy Cat and the Noisy Duck, whilst Hedgehogs Class have been
‘Sharing a Shell’ under the sea with Julia Donaldson.

Middle School News

Maple Class are reading Percy Jackson and the Lightening Thief, using sensory props related to this story.

In maths they have been using addition, number and length. Sensory Circuits are a big hit during P.E in the hall.
During Cross Curricular, the class have been studying Bali and making papier mache volcanoes.

In Poppy Class the pupils have enjoyed the topic of water, and creating lots of water experiments. In Kingfisher
Class, the cross curricular theme is the Isle of Wight and made coloured sand bottles.

They have also been visiting Bentley Copse on a weekly basis. In literacy, the class have been studying How My
Body Works including bones, the muscles and the senses. Lavender Class have
taken their pupils horse riding in Cranleigh with the RDA which has been really
exciting. They have also been looking at the theme of water and seeing which
items float or sink. In literacy, the class have been reading Charlie and the
Chocolate Factory, using sensory props throughout. In Dragonfly Class they
have been looking at The Water Cycle and learning songs related to water.
Cornflower Class studied Australia and made boomerangs, listened to
Australian music, made the Sydney Opera House using paper plates, and
pupils boarded a plane, made their passports and showed their boarding
passes. Such fun!
